REPORT
on the results of the survey on user satisfaction with statistical information
provided by the Agency of Statistics under the President of the Republic of
Tajikistan and its territorial bodies (hereinafter referred to as the Agency).

1. Main Provisions
Survey Object: users of statistical information.

Survey Subject: satisfaction of users with statistical information provided by
the Agency.

Survey Objective: to assess the level of user satisfaction with statistical
information provided by the Agency.

Survey Tasks:
e Assess the level of demand for statistical information;
e Evaluate the satisfaction level of users with the quality of official
statistical information provided by the Agency;

e Assess the satisfaction level of users with the performance of the official
website of the Agency (http://www.stat.tj);

e Evaluate the overall satisfaction level of users with the activities of the
Agency.

Within the framework of the project "Modernization of the National
Statistical System in Tajikistan" for the period of 2022-2026, Russell Bedford
AAA conducted a survey on the satisfaction of users with statistical
information, and comprehensive responses were received on a wide range of
issues. Data collection was conducted from February 20, 2024, to April 10,
2024, using a web-based self-completion questionnaire.

The questionnaire consisted of three sections: "Use of Statistical
Information" (11 questions), "Activities of the Agency in Providing Official
Statistical Information" (10 questions), and "Characteristics of Data Users"
(socio-demographic block) (4 questions), totaling 25 questions.

2. Survey Results

The results of the satisfaction survey concerning the statistical
information provided by the Agency and the overall performance of the
Agency are based on the materials of a sociological survey of 245 experts,
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specialists in economics and statistics, representatives of government bodies,
scientific and educational institutions, NGOs, the business community, and
the media.

The survey was conducted from August 1 to March 31, 2024. The
objective of the survey was to assess the level of satisfaction of users with the
statistical information provided by the Agency.

The socio-demographic section of the questionnaire revealed that 56.74%
of the respondents were male and 43.26% were female. The majority of
respondents were aged between 25-35 years (53.02%), and most respondents
had higher professional education (93.02%).

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Among all respondents to the question about their field of activity,
51.63% represented private enterprises, 10.23% were from industry
associations, 7.91% were central government bodies, 4.65% were non-
governmental organizations, 4.19% were local government bodies, 2.79%
were educators or students, 2.33% were from the media, 1.4% were private
users, 1.4% were researchers, 0.93% were from political parties or
organizations, and 5.12% were from other sectors.

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3. Demand for Statistical Information

The survey results indicated that statistical information remains highly
in demand and is regularly used. 8.33% of respondents refer to statistical
information every week, 33.33% do so 2-3 times a month, 12.04% quarterly,
43.98% several times a quarter, and 0.93% once every six months.

How often do you use the statistical
information provided by the Agency?

The purposes for using statistical information by our respondents vary.

A majority of experts use statistical information for compiling reports,
presentations, and forecasts to fulfill their official duties - 65.31%,

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professional activities/business/marketing research - 29.39%, research
purposes - 4.49%, and in data analytics - 10.20%.

It should also be noted that 4.08% of respondents use statistical
information for educational purposes, and for policy development, making
managerial decisions, and preparing reports or publications each account for
14.29%.

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The highest interest among users is observed in statistical data related
to finance - 79.18%, business statistics - 28.98%, national accounts - 18.78%,
labor market and employment - 14.29%, industry - 6.12%, education and
science - 4.90%, demographics - 4.90%, and living standards and poverty -
4.49%.

4. Accessibility of Statistical Information
When asked how accessible statistical information is across various sectors, the most difficult to access was noted

to be judicial statistics and crime statistics - 75.00% of respondents, while the most readily accessible information was

noted to be demographic statistics and statistics on education and science - each at 75.00% of respondents.

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5. Satisfaction with Statistical Information

During the survey, it was important to assess how satisfied users are
with the quality of official statistical information. Respondents were asked to
rate the official statistical information across various sectors.

With the highest possible score being 5 points, the highest rating was
given to statistics on sustainable development goals indicators - 4.5 points;
the lowest score was given to "Industry" - 3.60 points.

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Respondents were also asked to evaluate official statistical information
based on the following quality criteria: level of detail, format of presentation
(doc, excel), timeliness, correctness, relevance, compliance with requirements,
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periodicity of provision, consistency of information, access to metadata, ease
of reading, commentary and analysis, graphical presentation of data, and
ease of further use.

The highest rating was given to the "correctness" criterion - 4.23 points;
the lowest was given to the "level of detail" - 4.04 points.
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Respondents were asked how clear the methodological explanations
accompanying the statistical data were to them.

The majority of respondents indicated that they were mostly clear at
73.95% (previously 69.8%), completely clear at 25.58%, and somewhat unclear
or unclear at less than 1% (previously 2.4%).

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Respondents were asked to evaluate the available volume of statistical
information across the areas published by the Agency.

A high level of sufficiency was noted in financial statistics at 98.45%,
and a lack of sufficiency in the sectors of electricity production (supply) and
water supply at 46.15%.
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HOW DO YOU EVALUATE THE VOLUME OF

THE AREAS PUBLISHED BY THE AGENCY?
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Respondents were asked how much they trust the data from official
statistics in various sectors. The responses were distributed as follows:
"completely trust" 100.00% - data on sustainable development goal indicators,
second place - health data (83.33%), "somewhat trust" 53.85% - production
(supply) data, "somewhat distrust" 4.23% - business statistics, and "do not
trust” financial data less than 1%.

Among all responses, 71.51% "completely trust" the statistical data,
26.33% "somewhat trust”", 1.96% "somewhat distrust”, and 0.20% "do not
trust”". In the previous survey overall, respondents rated as follows: 63.5%
reported that they completely trust the statistical data, 32.3% somewhat trust,
2.7% somewhat distrust, and 1.5% do not trust.

Primarily, respondents preferred to use statistical tables - 59.59%,

statistical compilations - 36.33%, and analytical reviews - 34.29%.



According to respondents, the main reasons that impair the quality of statistical data include the reporting
period - 51.08%, lack of indicators - 17.29%, format of presenting indicators - 13.56%, methodological explanations -

11.20%, and reliability of indicators - 6.88%. In terms of specific areas, the breakdown is as follows:

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6. Satisfaction with the Agency's Overall Performance and the
Official Website

During the survey, it was crucial to assess how satisfied users were with
the quality of the Agency's official website. Of the total respondents, 56.74%
had visited the Agency's official site.

Respondents were asked to evaluate the website of the Agency on the
following criteria.

With the highest possible score being 5 points, the highest rating was for
"Your overall impression" at 4.14 points, "interface" and "ease of finding
information", "convenience" each received 4.10%, "timeliness of information
updates” at 3.84 points; the lowest rating was for "completeness of
information provided" at 3.78 points.

Overall, the work of the official web portal of the Agency was rated at
4.2 points, which is 0.6 points higher compared to the previous evaluation of

3.6 points.
